There is no longer 
any library funding from the Village of Wolcott, 
Town of Butler, Town of Huron, Town of Wolcott, 
and Wayne County.

Other funding sources consist of money 
“donations” for memberships, fines, book and 
DVD sales, copies, faxes and memorials. We also 
receive a few donations from local businesses.
